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_ Studies and Reports: Chinese Policy in 2024: Monitoring Trends, Issues, and Events — May 2025

Economically, China focused on reinforcing its domestic economy through structural
reforms, boosting technological self-reliance, and expanding its digital and
telecommunications infrastructure. Simultaneously, Beijing continued its Belt and Road

Initiative, expanding economic partnerships across Europe, Asia, and Latin America.

Domestically, China pursued efforts to enhance political stability through anti-corruption
campaigns and the consolidation of Communist Party dominance. Despite mounting
global pressures, it maintained relatively stable economic growth and launched initiatives

to develop western regions and reduce disparities between inland and coastal areas.

In its broader foreign policy, China deepened its partnership with Russia as a
counterbalance to Western pressure and strengthened strategic cooperation in economic
and political spheres. It also capitalized on opportunities to elevate the role of the Global
South by supporting the African Union's membership in the G20 and by activating the

Shanghai Cooperation Organization and the BRICS group.

Thus, China's policy in 2024 outlined the contours of a responsible global power, seeking
to expand its influence and reinforce its international standing through diplomatic
engagement and robust economic policy—while remaining prepared for potential

escalations with major powers, particularly the United States.
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Introduction

The year 2024 witnessed a marked increase in China'’s activity on both the international
and regional stages, with a clear strategic focus on strengthening its political, diplomatic,
and economic presence in the context of ongoing strategic competition with the United

States.

This report is the result of daily monitoring of news related to China and is based on a
series of monthly reports that track developments through four main themes: China and
the Middle East (statements, visits, investments, agreements), China-U.S. competition,
China and the world, and Inside China. The study also includes two appendices: the first
presents a monthly summary of the most prominent Chinese developments, while the
second compiles a selection of studies, articles, and interviews published by both Chinese
and Western experts addressing China'’s global approach, its rise, and the U.S. containment
efforts. This endeavor required daily follow-up on many Chinese (newspapers, research

centers, scholars) and Western sources focused on Chinese affairs.

On the regional and international levels, China emphasized its role as a proponent of peace
and multilateralism, playing an active diplomatic role in Middle Eastern issues—
particularly the Palestinian cause. It called for a ceasefire in Gaza and affirmed the
Palestinians' right to resist, achieving a major diplomatic milestone by hosting the
Palestinian reconciliation dialogue in Beijing and issuing the “Beijing Declaration” for
Palestinian reconciliation. Furthermore, China continued to strengthen its strategic
relations in the region, particularly by deepening economic and investment partnerships

with the Gulf states, Egypt, and Iran.

Regarding the United States, China adopted a complex strategy aimed at managing
competition and avoiding escalation, while safeguarding its red lines—especially the
Taiwan issue—and responding to U.S. economic and military actions with measured

caution.
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
